3. A letter of recommendation from a person with first-hand knowledge regarding your 
community activities*. 

4. A letter of recommendation from a person with first-hand knowledge regarding your 
extracurricular activities*. 

5. A letter of recommendation from a person with first-hand knowledge regarding your personal 
traits and qualities*. 

6. A copy of your high school transcript, including any available SAT, ACT and AP exam scores. 
 

Each of the four letters of recommendation must identify the following: 

-Write the category of recommendation at the top right corner of each letter, as it applies (*see 

above for the four categories listed in bold and underlined typeface); and,  
 

-The contact information and relationship of the person writing the letter for the applicant. Letters 

of recommendation must come from sources other than the applicant's family or schoolmate.  

Do not staple applications or letters. 

Further information may be requested from the applicant by the Clyde Russell Trust Fund.  
 

A personal interview will be required on Saturday, March 25, 2023 of all finalists. The interview 

will include both oral and written responses.  
 

All requested information above must be provided no later than the February 1, 2023 deadline.
